On Armistice Day, Saturday 11th November, there will be a service 
at the War Memorial at 10.45am and at 11am the National 2 Min-
utes Silence will be observed. In accordance with local tradition, 
the start and end of the silence will be marked by the firing of a 
maroon which will generate a loud bang to be heard around the 
town. On Sunday 12th November, Remembrance Sunday, there 
will be various services around the town after which a parade will 
gather in the Market Place from 
11:30am.

The Meeting House 
receives no regular formal or regional financial funding, and relies 
entirely on income from its own efforts and events, supported 
primarily by its team of volunteers.

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Sandleheath Traffic Action
stakeholders approve
project development
SANDLEHEATH TrafficAction (STA) is a project to reduce 
widespread speeding in the rural village of Sandleheath. STA is a 
sub-group of Sandleheath Parish Council and since its inception, 
the STA team has been developing its plan at pace. 

STA’s mission is to promote road safety, enhance the quality of 
life and preserve the environment in Sandleheath. The parish 
intends to achieve this by introducing new traffic management 
measures to increase driver awareness, influence driver behaviour, 
engender driver care and present Sandleheath as a distinctive 
residential area - a safe, attractive community space.

Having completed a full inspection of the village to record its 
features and traffic hazards, the STA project has just reached an 
important milestone. The team has held two critical stakeholder 
meetings to gather issues and ideas from both Sandleheath 
residents and the many commercial companies that are located in 
the vicinity. Some 30 members of the community representing 
each area of the village attended the first of these, and at the 
second meeting a number of local company managers ensured 
that the team had taken their concerns and interests into account.

Volunteer Project Manager Mike Richardson said:
‘STA is determined to carry our residents and our local 

businesses along with us as we jointly develop our plan. Our 
stakeholders’ meetings were hugely successful and we believe that 
the village is firmly behind our endeavours’.

The team now has a full list of the prevailing problems and 
can move on to devising measures to address them. Mike

Richardson
explains:

‘In
Sandleheath we
have several
housing areas, a
thriving industrial
estate and we sit
on a busy
crossroads that
links several local
towns and
villages. Clearly, physical barriers will impede both residential and 
business traffic flow, so instead we intend to introduce 
contemporary measures on our roads and surroundings that will 
display our village as a proper residential space, a place for drivers 
to respect and take care. We call this process ‘villagisation’, and 
we’re forging ahead to put it into effect.

We recently hosted a most useful visit here by Hampshire 
County Council Traffic Management who have given us some 
great ideas for how to adjust the look and feel of our roads. But 
much of our villagisation initiative will be down to ourselves -
enhancing the appearance and presentation of our village. This is 
a project for our whole community.’

The Chair of Sandleheath Parish Council, Caroline Kemp 
said:

‘Sandleheath Traffic Action is developing rapidly and has 
worked hard to gain the support of so many of our residents and 
businesses, and I’m really delighted that Hampshire County 
Council is supporting this important community project so well.

IT was a delight to plan for the spring which now the
clocks have changed seems such a long way ahead.

Tim Woodland gave an entertaining and encouraging talk to
members of the Ibsley and District Horticultural Society all about
bulbs -not so much a light bulb moment, but clear thinking on
their joyous display in spring and autumn!! – He showed us
different kinds, how to plant them, how to care for them and how
to enjoy them. He even brought lots of bulbs for sale so we were
all very much cheered up on a wet and blustery night.

Tim explained that about 70% of daffodils grown in Cornwall
are for the cut flower trade and that what we all like best is
traditional yellow daffs. However, most bulbs for sale in  garden
centres are sold by the “picture “ on the packet and if  you want
something special or different then going to online sales will suit
you best. 

Tulips for instance are now being developed which have leaves
of varying colours and patterns so it is not just the colour of the
flower which will give delight in spring  but they will  last into
early summer with exciting foliage colour. 

All gardeners know how important it is to encourage wildlife
into our gardens ( except deer and rabbits ) and the wide selection
of alliums now available does just that. This is an important
selling point for these bulbs. 

All bulbs need feeding to ensure they flower the following year
so he advised us to feed them when in flower and leaf, and never
ever cut away leaves after flowering as leaves are needed for the

bulb to get 
nutrients for 
growth to ensure 
flowering the 
following year. 

Tim suggested 
rotted humus or a 
fertiliser with 
phosphates in it 
like a tomato feed 
would be very 
beneficiall. Bulbs 
need to be planted 
now, in autumn, 
so this was a 
timely and 
enjoyable meeting 
of this thriving
garden club. 

Additionally the member’s competition showed some really
lovely flowers and vegetables, all home grown. Again it kept us all
in good spirits to see what members can grow even in late
October. 

With meetings like this to help us all keep cheerful over winter,
why not come along to a club night at Ibsley Village Hall  (BH24
3NL) on the last Thursday of every month at 7.30pm.  Visitors
will get a big welcome and whilst there may not always be bulbs
for sale there are often plants for sale, tea and coffee and the
company of like minded gardeners.
