BECAUSE of the extended Christmas break the next issue 
of the paper has been put back a week. The next edition of 
Ringwood & Fordingbridge NEWS will be published on 
Wednesday, January 10th, 2024.
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A Sad Farewell 

MANY of your readers will be familiar with one of Ringwood’s 
landmark trees. Situated on the corner of Greyfriars Community 
Centre in Ringwood this beautiful Blue Atlas Cedar has graced the 
local landscape for many years. 

Some five years ago we sadly discovered that it was suffering from a 
fungal infection which was irreversible. This has meant that high winds have 
increasingly posed a safety risk to the public from falling limbs, some of 
which weigh several tons. However, through the good offices of a number 
of  local experts and the Local Authority Senior Tree Officer a safety 
procedure was established at that time which was followed whenever high 
winds were forecast. This ensured as far as possible that for the last five years 
public safety was managed and that the public were safeguarded. 

Recent surveys have sadly shown that the fungal infection has continued 
its inexorable advance, and that the safety measures adopted are no longer 
adequate. The risks to the public from retention of the cedar are no longer 
sustainable and are uninsurable. As a consequence, formal permission to fell 
the tree is about to be sought. 

In anticipation of  this sad day Greyfriars Community Centre took 
advantage of  a generous offer from Ringwood Town Council and its 
Councillors to fund a replacement English Oak, and this was planted at the 
opposite end of  the Greyfriars lawn to commemorate Jubilee Year. It is 
flourishing and in due course will grow into a worthy replacement for the 
cedar.

Sacrifice and Remembrance 
THE emotive story behind how the fallen in the two World Wars and more re-
cent conflicts are commemorated began in November 1918, immediately 
after the end of WW1.   
Jeremy Prescott (a retired Lt Colonel) will talk about the work of the Commonwealth 
War Graves Commission (CWGC)  when he joins Fordingbridge History Society 
(FHS) on Monday 8 January at 2.30pm in St Mary’s Church Hall, Fordingbridge.   
FHS Committee Member and talks organiser, Katie Gregory, comments, “Sadly, there 
are war graves at 23,000 locations, across over 150 countries, commemorating 1.7 mil-
lion individuals.  Jeremy will focus on CWGC’s development and how it has 

 sometimes been misunderstood:  he 
will also talk about the design and 
layout of the cemeteries and share 
the stories behind some of the head-
stones.”

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Ringwood's Liz Ferioli-Brown 
Triumphs as Women's Kickboxing 
World Champion 
IN a stunning display of skill and determination, Liz Ferioli-Brown, a 48-year-
old mother of six from Ringwood, has emerged victorious as the new World 
Champion in women's kickboxing. The crowning moment took place at the 
WAKO (World Association of Kick Boxing) World Championships held in 
Portugal from the 18th to the 26th of November. 
Liz's journey to the top is nothing short of extraordinary, beating six competitors from 
over 120 countries to claim the coveted gold medal. Her dedication to the sport led her 
to establish the Ringwood Kickboxing Organisation back in 2019, inspiring individuals 
interested in this demanding and exhilarating discipline to get the most out of themselves, 
more on how you can get involved further down!  
WAKO, holds the World Championships every two years. To secure her spot on team GB 
this year, Liz had to qualify in the WAKO British Championships, an annual competition 
held back in February in Nottingham, and attend all the rigorous Team Squad training sessions. 
The road to the World Championship was not without challenges, notably a longstanding rivalry with Italian kickboxer Carlotta Pra. 
Despite previous setbacks, Liz's resilience paid off  in the 2023 rematch. With strategic insights from her coach, George Peploe, paired 
with unwavering determination, Liz beat Carlotta in the quarter-finals, setting the stage for the final. 
In the final, facing Sahin of Germany, Liz showcased her exceptional skills and overcame a rib injury sustained earlier in the day. The 
closely contested match culminated in a decisive moment where Liz executed a step-back side kick, securing the points needed to claim 
the World Championship title in the points division. Additionally, the Senior team secured a gold medal in the Teams event, further 
solidifying Team GB's dominance on the international stage. 
Basking in her glory was not on the cards (nor in her nature), Liz had to seek medical treatment after sustaining a rib injury earlier in the 
day and experiencing acute chest tightening. Five hours later and Liz was exactly where she was supposed to be, on the podium lifting the 
World Champion trophy...with her good arm!  
Liz's achievements extend beyond personal glory; she has a vision for her platform. Her desire is to impact the community positively by 
upgrading her new gym and having the facilities for other to come and 
train and belong to a kick ass club (literally!). Helping emerging athletes 
and hobbyists a like to realize their potential and instil a deep love for the 
sport.  
Kickboxing is not only great fun and good for fitness, but also a game 
changer for mental health.
