Controversy in defence: Fort  
Nelson and the Palmerston Forts 
THE Palmerston Forts were built between 1865 and 1880 to protect Great Brit-
ain’s major naval harbours and dockyards from offshore attack.

RAF Ibsley: The Landmark Trust announce  
community consultation events 
  THE Landmark Trust is seeking to rescue the former RAF Watch Office (later known as a Control 
Tower) at Ibsley from its current state of near total dereliction. The building conservation charity will 
host two drop-in events and a zoom webinar to share restoration plans and seek the views of any-
body interested.  
  The Watch Office was once a vital link in Britain’s Second World War air defences, yet now stands decayed, crumbling and inac-
cessible. Landmark plans to restore this resonant building, honour its remarkable legacy and sensitively enable access through 
self-catering holidays, online and physical information about its history and regular, free public open days and events.  
  Between 1941 and 1944 Ibsley saw active service for both the Royal Air Force and United States Army Air Force. From its run-
ways airmen flew out into hostile skies to defend Britain with great courage and at huge personal cost, many never to return. It 
was here that Leslie Howard and David Niven made the seminal war film The First of the Few. Today the Watch Office is a unique 
survivor of its 518/40 design, which included innovative use of structural 
concrete, and in its retention – just - of a slender concrete viewing bal-
cony. Yet the large Crittall windows have long rusted and fallen in and the 
ceilings are now rapidly collapsing, transforming the site into a patchwork 
of risks.  
  For years, the building has stood locked and unsafe on a private estate, 
with no public access at all. Energetic local efforts to save the building 
have come to nothing, and the intervention of the Landmark Trust is the 
Watch Tower’s only hope of being saved now, as a specialist charity of 
last resort able to unlock charitable funds and manage complex restora-
tion projects.  
  The Landmark Trust’s drop-in events will include a short introduction 
every hour on the hour, plus offer the opportunity to share feedback di-
rect, meet staff and ask questions.

  The online Zoom webinar takes place at 7pm on Thursday 1 February and will feature a presentation about the history of the site 
and Landmark’s restoration plans, and offer the opportunity to ask questions.  
  Landmark’s restoration will see the Watch Office sensitively adapted for up to eight holidaying guests. The income will pay for its 
future maintenance, so preserving the building and the memories it holds for future generations. Bat habitats and flights will be 
carefully managed in dedicated spaces with compensatory roosts, guided by independent expert ecologists and informed by 
Landmark’s award-winning experience in managing bat habitations. The restored building will combine full accessibility with envi-
ronmental sustainability. The 1940s layout and wartime decorative schemes will be respected. Free events will welcome everyone 
and information about the site through boards and online will inform the public about the Watch Tower and its history. The scheme 
is currently under planning consideration with the New Forest District Council.
