Do You Need to Register for Self
Assessment? Deadline Approaching

For many people, tax feels simple -
your employer takes care of it
through PAYE and that’s that. But if
you’ve started earning outside your
main job, the rules may be different.
You could need to register for Self
Assessment with HMRC - and the
deadline is fast approaching.

The UK tax year runs from 6 April to 5
April. If you earned additional income
at any point between 6 April 2024
and 5 April 2025, you must register
with HMRC by 5 October 2025. Your
first online tax return and any tax due
will then need to be submitted by 
31 January 2026.

There are two useful allowances:

Trading allowance - you can earn
up to £1,000 from self-
employment or casual work in a
tax year without registering.

Property allowance - you can also
earn up to £1,000 in property
income (such as rent) without
registering.

But if you go over either limit, you
must declare it. Other reasons you
might need to register include
investment income, dividends, capital
gains, or claiming certain tax reliefs.

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Understanding Investments: The importance of tax wrappers
Investments returns are primarily driven by investments markets, 
asset allocation and charges. Ensuring whoever is managing your 
investments are making sensible, well researched choices and are 
charging you a fair fee for doing so is job No1. 
What many people don’t understand is that the tax wrapper you 
then hold the investments in will also affect the financial outcome 
as tax can be a drag on performance. Therefore it’s important that 
you own your investments in the optimal tax wrapper for your 
personal circumstances. 
ISAs and Pensions are usually the first wrappers to consider as 
any growth within these are capital gains tax and income tax free. 
Pensions have more complex rules around contributions and with-
drawals but for the purposes of this article the important thing to 
understand is that the underlying investment content of both ISAs 
and Pensions are tax free. 
If a client has more money to invest then there are 3 main alter-
native wrappers; General Investment Account,  Onshore Bond or 
Offshore Bond. What are the main features and considerations of 
each?

1-General Investment Account (GIA):

Returns are subject to income tax and capital gains tax. Dividends 
are taxed at 8.75% and interest at 20% for basic rate tax-payers 
but these increase to 33.75% and 40% for higher rate tax-payers 
and 39.35% and 45% for additional rate tax-payers. Capital gains 
tax is now at 18% or 24% (basic rate and higher/additional rate) 
and the annual capital gains tax exemption is £3,000. 
The increase in the rate of capital gains tax and the reduction in 
the annual exemption means higher and additional rate tax-pay-
ers need to carefully consider whether a GIA is still the most 
suitable wrapper within which to hold their investments.

2-Onshore Investment Bond:

The underlying investment growth is taxed as corporation tax 
equating to 20%. Interest is taxed at 20% and dividends are tax-
free. Onshore Bonds are subject to the “chargeable event regime” 
which means that on surrender or death a tax event occurs which 
calculates the total return on the bond and any gains are subject 

to income tax. However a 20% tax credit is applied. Depending on 
the bond-holder’s tax position in the year of the event, there may 
be no further tax to pay or there may be a further 20% or 25% tax 
to pay on any growth of the investments. These bonds also allow 
up to 5% per annum of capital withdrawals for up to 20 years with 
no immediate tax charge.
Higher rate tax-payers now who will become basic rate tax-pay-
ers in retirement may be able to benefit from lower taxation on 
growth than a GIA but the key is mitigating a tax charge on exit 
which requires careful consideration.

3-Offshore Investment Bond:

The underlying investment growth is tax free so these benefit 
from “gross roll-up”. However they are also subject to the same 
“chargeable event regime” as Onshore Bonds and the same tax 
rules on surrender or exit but without the 20% tax credit. There-
fore all returns are taxed at 20%, 40% or 45%. 
It is important that there is an exit plan for these bonds. It is 
possible to assign segments of the bond (this is also possible with 
Onshore Bonds) so we often see these being assigned to a family 
member who is a none or basic rate tax-payer such as a grand-
child to fund university fees or for a deposit for a house. 

Tax rules are subject to change and are more detailed than a 
short-article can cover. Therefore it’s important you take personal, 
financial advice before making any decisions on which wrapper 
works best for your circumstances.

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New men's space in 
Fordingbridge tackles 
mental health 
 
In a quiet hall on a Sunday afternoon, the sound of a pool game 
and casual conversation marks a significant step forward for 
men’s wellbeing in the community. The Salvation Army in Ford-
ingbridge has launched ‘Men’s Space’, a new initiative designed to 
provide a vital, welcoming environment for men to connect, share, 
and support each other’s mental health. 
 
Led by local Youth & Community Worker Rob Aston, the group 
held its first meeting recently, welcoming four men to its safe and 
non-judgmental setting. The initiative was born from Rob’s passion 
for men’s mental wellness and conversations with men attending 
the church’s services and other groups. 
 
Rob said, “ Following various conversations with men, it became 
clear we need a safe space to talk and spend time together, to 
combat the loneliness we can all face. We aim to create  a place 
to celebrate our successes, share our struggles, and offer mutual 
support. Whether it's economic stress or personal pressures, this is 
a reminder to every man in Fordingbridge: you don't have to face 
hardships alone." 
 
Currently meeting once a month from 2-3.30pm on the third Sun-
day at The Salvation Army hall on Roundhill, Men’s Space is open 
to all men aged 18 plus. The sessions are set up in a social format, 
featuring a pool table, air hockey, table football, video game 
consoles, and a café area. The relaxed atmosphere is intentional-
ly designed to foster friendship and open conversation without 

pressure. 
 
Looking ahead, the group plans to expand its activities to include 
countryside walks, shared meals, and potentially guest speakers, 
all with the continued goal of fighting isolation and depression by 
building a stronger, more supportive community among men. 
 
For 140 years, the Salvation Army has served Fordingbridge 
through practical support and compassionate outreach, helping 
those in need while building a stronger community. The church 
and charity has regular social events and support groups that 
provide a sense of belonging and reduce isolation. Additionally, 
its pastoral support to students in the local school helps to tackle 
mental health issues and boost young people’s well-being. To learn
